Age-related hearing loss, also referred 
to as Presbycusis, is a hearing loss 
that is caused by degeneration of the 
hearing organ over time. It is common 
that this hearing loss gradually occurs 
in most adults as they grow older 
through wear and tear and is one 
of the four leading chronic health 
conditions experienced by the senior 
population in Australia.  

This hearing loss typically affects both ears 
equally and it progresses from the high 
pitches of sound to low pitches of sound 
with ageing. Presbycusis most commonly 
impacts on high pitches of speech sounds 
which greatly impairs an individual’s ability to 
understand speech. This degradation in the 
ability to understand speech becomes even 
more challenging in noisy and reverberant 
environments like cafes and restaurants. 
Tinnitus has also been associated with 
hearing loss. This is because as hearing 
sensitivity decreases, the perception of a 
ringing or buzzing noise can become more 
noticeable to the individual. 

Although age-related hearing loss is not a 
life-threatening condition, it can still have a 
significant impact on an individual’s quality 
of life if it is left unmanaged and untreated. 
It can cause people to withdraw from social 
situations or limit interactions with family 
and friends without even noticing that it 
has to do with their hearing. This can lead 
to loneliness, isolation or depression as the 
individual stops communicating with people 
around them.  

It is important to remember that hearing 
cannot be restored once it is lost. So be aware 
of potential sources of damaging noise such 
as loud music, power tools and firearms. 
Ensure that you are wearing earplugs or 
earmuffs if you are exposed to these sounds. 

Age related hearing loss happens slowly 
over time and often people are not aware of 
the change at first. It is important to have 
regular hearing assessments to understand if 
your hearing is slowly deteriorating over time.  

Common signs that this hearing loss may 
be affecting you, include finding speech 
sounds to be muffled and having more 
difficulty understanding words, especially 
when there is background noise. Adults with 
Presbycusis often find that they are straining 
to hear conversation and they need to use 
more effort than normal to listen when there is 

background noise. This can often make people 
feel tired or fatigued as they are concentrating 
more than ever to hear. It is also common 
to find yourself asking people to repeat or 
rephrase themselves more and more. Often 
it is a person’s significant other or family that 
notice that the volume of the television or radio 
are slowly being made louder over time.

•	 Depth: Planting depth is crucial. Typically,  
it should be around twice the size of the bulb  
or the root ball of seedlings.

•	 Watering: Water sufficiently post-planting  
to settle the soil and roots, eliminating potential 
air gaps.

Maintaining the health of these plants requires 
attention to details like soil drainage, adequate 
sunlight, and regulated watering.

Does a pro
get bang
for your
buck?

There are two basic ways of
dealing with new challenges
in life. There’s the DIY path
or the “nah, I’ll pay someone
to do it” path.

If  you go down the DIY
path, good luck. You’ll make
some mistakes. Maybe a lot.
But there’s a certain amount
of  satisfaction achieved.

If  you choose the
professionals route, the job
will probably be done better.
There will be a cost and it’s
up to you to decide whether
it’s worth it.

When it comes to
investing, most Australians
pay professionals to invest
their super and non-super
money. That tends to come
in the form of  industry and
corporate funds for their
super, or managed funds and
exchange-traded funds for
their non-super investments.

So, what is that costing
you? And are the
professionals doing it better?

Check the score
When it comes to the funds
management industry, there
is a scary report that comes
out twice a year. It’s known
as the “SPIVA scorecard”.
Search for it online. And
when it comes to those two
questions above, it answers
those emphatically — 

“too much” and “no”.
SPIVA stands for the

“Standard & Poor’s Indices
Versus Active” and it has a
15-year plus history in
Australia. The report
measures the performance
of  actively managed funds
versus the index they
compare themselves to —
that is, for example, if  a fund
manager of  Australian
shares beats the main
Australian index, such as the
S&P/ASX200, which is
Australia’s largest 200
stocks. Importantly, it tracks
performances after fees.

Actively managed funds
charge higher fees. Most fees
charged would be between
0.5 and 1.5 per cent. Their
reasoning is because they
are making active decisions
(as in, taking higher risks) in
their management of
investments, in a bid to get
their investors better
returns. They might decide
they don’t like resources,
banks or healthcare and
won’t hold as much of  those
in their fund. Or they do like
them and hold more. They do
this to “outperform”.

Not so much
Except the SPIVA scorecard
shows that, on average, they
don’t. During 2022, for
example, more than half
(57.6 per cent) failed to beat
the index, after fees.

Over three years, nearly
two-thirds (65.2 per cent)
failed that test. That rises to

a failure rate of  81.2 per cent
over five years — more than
four in five managers failed
to live up to their promise of
beating the index.

Over 10 and 15 years, it’s a
fairly similar story.

It shows roughly similar
statistics across other asset
classes, such as
international shares,
property and fixed interest.

To add a further level of
scary, it only compares fund
managers that have
survived. That is, those
managers that closed down
— usually due to poor
performance — aren’t
counted.

And that shows that in the
last 10 years, 40 per cent of
funds aren’t there any more,
so are excluded from the
results.

Who to choose?
So, how do you pick the
better performing funds to
invest your money?
Honestly, I don’t think mere
mortals can. Certainly not
with consistency.

But there is a solution.
The opposite of  “active”

managers is “index”
managers. Index managers
simply try — and
consistently achieve —
matching the result of  the
index.

Index managers buy
shares according to size. If
BHP is the biggest at 11 per
cent of  the index, they buy 
11 per cent BHP. And so on,

all the way down the index. 
And for the tiniest of  fees.

Instead of  nearly one per
cent to manage Australian
shares, their average fees are
below 0.2 per cent.

For the ETF version,
available through any online
share-trading platform,
Australia’s largest index
manager, Vanguard, charges
0.07 per cent. Rival
Betashares charges 0.04 per
cent. That is, if  you had
$100,000 invested with them,
Vanguard charges $70 a year
and Betashares $40 to
manage your investment.
But note they use slightly
different indexes.

Vanguard’s managed fund
version is 0.16 per cent, or
$160 a year. Actively
managed funds, however,
generally charge somewhere
between $700 (0.7 per cent)
and $1500 (1.5 per cent).

You don’t have to worry
about underperformance,
compared to the index. You
will get within a couple of
basis points of  what the
market did, whether that’s
shares, property or fixed
interest, less the index
manager’s tiny fee.

Your call. Either DIY or
use a financial adviser who
believes in indexing. Or what
is it really costing you?

Are experts REALLY doing a better job with your money?

Two of  Australia’s major lenders
have revealed their new home loan
rates for those on the hunt for
homes, and one of  them is offering a
slightly better deal. 

Suncorp Bank has set its five-year
standard fixed rate at 6.59 per cent
for owner-occupied properties and
6.14 per cent for first-homebuyers
on the Home Package Plus plan. 

Commonwealth Bank is a little
steeper, putting its five-year fixed
rate for owner-occupiers at 6.84 per

cent. Its rate is unchanged from
July, while Suncorp upped its rate
by 0.15 per cent. 

“Fixed-rate applications in the
pipeline without a guaranteed rate
fee will be impacted by the increase
in the base rate,” Suncorp stated. 

The new rates were effective from
Friday.

“These changes will apply to a
number of  our fixed-rate home-loan
products, including work in pro-
gress applications on and from

today,” CBA said. “These changes
are effective for new customers and
existing customers applying for, or
switching to, a fixed-rate home loan
for both package and non-package
rates.”

CBA has also revealed its five-year
fixed rate on loans for investment
properties will remain unchanged
at 6.94 per cent. Suncorp offers
investment loans of  up to three
years, with its three-year fixed rate
rising 0.08 per cent to 6.77 per cent. 

Big lenders up rates for new borrowers

The full force of  the Reserve
Bank’s interest rate hikes are
just now starting to really
squeeze some household bud-
gets, but there’s plenty of  us who
are not yet prepared to let go of
life’s little luxuries.

A new survey shows almost
three-quarters of  Australians
are holding onto small 
indulgences despite the added
financial pressure. Entertain-
ment, dining out and takeaway
coffees top the list of  simple
pleasures we refuse to forgo.

The RBA has hit borrowers
with a cumulative 4 percentage
points of  rate rises since May
last year. The hikes have added
more than $1100 to monthly
repayments for those with a
home loan of  $500,000.

The survey of  1100 people by
comparison site Finder showed
15 per cent of  respondents said
they would not give up overseas
holidays while a similar number
are keeping a tight grip on 
beauty products or services.

Just under 20 per cent said
they had not had to compromise
on spending but one in four have
given up all luxuries in order to
keep a roof  over their heads.

That starting figure could
prove to be behind the poor 
performance of  some 
Australian listed retail and 
consumer discretionary catego-
ry companies that are due to
report their full-year financials
to investors over coming weeks. 

Finder’s Chris Jager said the
data showed a widening gap 
between the “haves and the have
nots”. But people could still
enjoy little indulgences.

“While it might feel like a 
‘little’ treat at the time, try not to
make a habit of  it. These pur-
chases can add up and cost hun-
dreds or even thousands over the
course of  a year if  you’re not
careful,” Mr Jager said. “Look
for ways to enjoy little treats
while saving money – there are
cashback apps that you can use
to save money on movies, or
loyalty programs that give you
points on your purchases.”

The survey showed men were
more likely than women to
admit to not restraining them-
selves from spending on non-
essentials. Of  the generations,
Gen Z were the most reluctant to
give up on discretionary spend-
ing, followed by millennials.

The top three luxuries Gen Z
refuse to go without are enter-
tainment, beauty products or
services, and gym memberships.

It was a special privilege to represent Hornsby 
Shire on Veteran’s Day. The occasion marked 
the 50th Anniversary of Australia’s involvement 
in the Vietnam War, and with the day itself, 
(18th August), marking the anniversary of the 
Battle of Long Tan in 1966.

In addition, to the Hornsby service in 
Railway Park, a local service was held 
at the recently refurbished cenotaph 
in Glenorie’s Wal Buckingham Park. 
Joined by RSL subbranch members 
and Hills Deputy Mayor, Mitchel Blue,  
a fitting memorial was delivered for the 
60 000 Australian service personnel 
that served over a 10-and-a-half-year 
period and recognising the 523 lives 
lost and the 3000 wounded.

Importantly, it was a reminder of 
how the declining support for the war 
resulted in the poor treatment of our 
returning veterans. This should never 
occur again. With the cenotaph now 

restored, it is also fitting that the next stage of the park 
plan will now be rolled out. Improvements to paving, 
landscaping, furniture etc. will be features of proposed 
work. The eventual plan being an overall precinct 
upgrade from the Bus terminus to the Memorial Hall.

More welcome news this month included the State 
Government back down on changes to rural land 
use. Much of last years proposed changes increased 
opportunities for rural landowners to value-add to 
their existing activities. However, one change relating 
to visitor numbers on farm, has now been revised to 
remove the numbers cap. This has been a long journey 
and testament to the community and Government 
agencies working together for common-sense 
outcomes. We look forward to our remaining rural 
businesses enjoying the opportunity to share farmgate 
experiences with the public.

'Get Ready Weekend' on 16th and 17th September. This aims to provide the 
community an opportunity to connect with their local brigades to discuss 
their specific bushfire risks.

In addition to the Get Ready Weekend, many local RFS brigades are holding 
street meetings that connect long-time and new residents with local firefighters. 
These gatherings intend to facilitate detailed discussions about the risks, 
consequences and steps residents must take to prepare for the impact of 
bushfires. Aimed at raising awareness and motivating early pre-emptive 
measures, these RFS events are designed to engage, inform and change 
behaviour in the community.
